The foremost model for human action in attunement wttke divine rhythm is the calendar, and
the Zuist calendar i8nitself: Theannus that is the year, that is the rhythm of Heaven, that is the
rhythm of the supreme God manifesting in the flesh.

In ancient Mesopotamigeach city devised its own variation of the calendar. The calendar that was
considered the besbne, and which remained consistetitroughout history, was that of Nippur,
the city ofEnlil The followingprototype of Zuist calendar is based on thaef Nippur;**it has to be
considered incomplete anliable tofuture refinements
